The new US administration under President Baracan@bofficially came to life on January 20.
About a week before the presidential inauguratiben Secretary of State Nominee Hillary Clinton
emphasized during her confirmation hearing at traf Foreign Relations Committee that “the
alliance with Japan is a cornerstone of Americditypin Asia”. As the new Secretary of State, Mrs.
Clinton also selected Japan for her first offioislerseas visit and completed her Asian tour by
visiting Indonesia, Korea and China. This undersddhe new US administration’s strong intention
to value and strengthens the alliance in Asia. liemno doubt that the US-Japan bilateral security
cooperation will continue to play a key role in tb&-Japan alliance. Japan can be expected to
proactively respond to initiatives in support of thew US policy in order to sustain and enhance the
effectiveness of the alliance.

The NPO Net Journalist Association sponsored tigt fNational Security Symposium on
December 9, 2008. The Guest speakers were the Aatbars to Japan or its minister from 8
countries and national security experts from Japhry shared their view and discussed how Japan
could contribute toward maintaining peace and btabin the international community.
Coincidentally, Diet deliberations to extend the tiArerrorism Special Measures Law were
proceeding and the issue of piracy in the watefSomalia was a growing international concern.
Subsequently, the extension of Anti-Terrorism Spledleasures Law was enacted and the
Government of Japan also decided to send Maritietie[&fense Force off the coast of Somalia for
anti-piracy patrols. The first symposium turned toube a truly timely event.

The second symposium will be held on May 13 of 200@der the theme of “The Obama
Administration and Japan’s National Security Pdlidpvited guests are high ranking officers from
the new US administration, as well as experts ftdg think tanks. Participants from Japan will
include members from political circles, governmemtg the academic arena, as well as experts from
industry to discuss topics on regional securityAsia/Pacific including future vision for US/Japan
security cooperation and Japan’s contribution terivational security.

In order for Japan to be involved and participateniternational security activities, two major
policy issues must be overcome. The Right of CtillecSelf Defense is an impediment for Japan to
interact operationally with other countries in mt&tional security. The Three Principles on Arms
Export needs to be addressed to overcome impedintenstrengthening Japan’s industrial and
technical base through cooperation with indusirigle international community.

As stated in the Overview of the first National @&ty Symposium, “this is a time when Japan
must seriously consider what it can do as a membiaternational society” and we look forward to
presentations by our guests and interactive ppatiicin by the general audience.

Reversing a steady decline in defense budgets that began in the 1980s, Secretary Cohen
succeeded in modernizing the military and maintaining its readiness to fight; reversing
recruitment and retention problems by enhancing pay and other benefits; and
strengthening security relationships with countries around the world in order to
reorient them from the Cold War to the challenges of a new era.

international industrial cooperation.

Mr. Sakoda was the Senior Japan Director in Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD)
from 1995 as the U.S. and Japan reviewed and revised the Guidelines for US-Japan
defense cooperation, incorporating areas of peacekeeping, humanitarian relief, and
regional security. The Secretaries of State and Defense, with their Government of
Japan counterparts, issued the results of this work in the revised "Defense Guidelines"
on September 23, 1997.

Yoshimasa Hayashi was elected as a member of the House of Councilors in 1995, Senior

Vice-Minister of the Cabinet Office at the Shinzo Abe Cabinet in 2006, the Minister of

Defense at the Yasuo Fukuda reshuffled Cabinet and resigned with the resignation of the

Cabinet.

Keiichiro Asao was elected as a member of the House of Councilors in 1998, the Foreign
Minister of “the next cabinet” in September 2005 when Seiji Machara was elected the
representative of the Democratic Party of Japan. In September 2006, the Deputy-Chief
Cabinet Secretary of “the next cabinet” at the 2rd Ozawa establishment.

Shigeki Sato was elected as a member of the House of Representatives in 1993.

At present, Shigeki Sato is in charge of Chairman of Security Committee at Policy
Research Council of the New Komei Party.

Professor Tanaka specializes in theories of world politics, contemporary international
relations in East Asia, Japan-US relations and Japan-China relations.

in International Relations at University of Tokyo in 1977 and Ph.D. in Political Science
at Massachusetts Institute of Technology in 1981. He has served as member of various
government councils, such as the Council on Legal Bases of Security Policy, the Council
on the Reform of the Defense Ministry and Foreign Policy Study Group for the Prime
Minister from 2007 to 2008.

After acquiring MS degree of mechanic engineering from the University of Hokkaido,
Mr. Nishiyama joined Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, LTD. In Nagoya Aircraft Works and
Nagoya Guidance and Propulsion Systems Works, he engaged in the development of
indigenous missile, license production of Patriot Surface-to-Air missile and strategic
research of BMD system. In 1998 he became General Manager of Guided Weapon
Systems and Special Vehicle Department, then Deputy General Manager Aerospace
Headquarters in 2004.

In 2007, he studied the constitutional re-interpretation of the right of
collective self-defense as the chairman of “Council on Reconstruction of Legal Basis for
Security” set up by Prime Minister Shinzo Abe.

After acquiring BS and MS degrees from the University of Electro-Communications in
Tokyo, Mr. Kiichi Kiuchi joined NEC in 1974.
